Update State Council: End of Life decision tree well received by state council, would like this

information to be available to hospitals and practices around Idaho. Some discussion on how end-

of-life care is provided in McCall area. McCall does not have ICU, so critical care patients need to be

transferred out. But some patients that are elderly and in poor health decide to not be transferred.
Some discussion about not transferring STEMI, trauma, or stroke patients when they are already
near end-of-life.

Christian Surjan reported that 16 applications have been submitted to the state TSE Council. A CAH

hospital in Driggs has applied for designations in all 3 areas. TSE criteria require outreach/education

to local EMS agencies. 68X facility fee can be charged by facility so that there is increased
reimbursement for trauma activation. This can help cover costs of developing a trauma program in
small hospital. Facilities must have pre-notification so that the fee can be assessed. Details can be
found on the TSE website. Currently there are no increased reimbursements for stroke or STEMI.
Region 3: Saint Al’s is designated in all 3 areas. St. Luke’s Meridian/Boise have stroke & STEMI
designations. St. Luke’s McCall is interested in Level 4 trauma designation.

EMS Update: Rural trauma team development course being offered on August 30 in Cascade,
Idaho. Information on the TSE website, sponsored by ACS. AHA recently awarded the Mission
Lifeline Silver award to Canyon County Paramedics and the Mission Lifeline Gold Award to Ada
County.

Coordination of Care: St. Luke’s and Saint Al's never goes on “divert” for stroke or STEMI. Saint Al’s

is never on divert for trauma. Christine Shirazi shared a recent case of someone hiking in a remote
area, could not reach patient with helicopter, Two Bear Air (Whitefish, Montana) transported.
Patient had a left main coronary occlusion; 13 hours from 911 call to CCL. Christine would like to
have case presented at some point. Good discussion on barriers to getting critical patients out of
mountain areas. Air National Guard is another resource for getting patients out of the mountains.
Brandon Swaine and Jay Menteer (McCall Fire & EMS) volunteered to be part of a task force to look
at improving back country rescue.

Community Outreach/Prevention: Stroke awareness events this summer at Canyon County Fair and

Western Idaho Fair.

Case Review: Stroke — Teresa Smith presented a stroke case from New Meadows. Bystander called
911 and patient was transported by Meadows Valley EMS to St. Luke’s McCall. Scene time was less
than 10 minutes. Patient went direct to CT in the ED. Imaging showed occlusion of left middle
cerebral artery. IV tPA was started and patient was transported by Life Flight to St. Luke’s Boise. On
arrival, clot had broken up and small fragments were now distal to the original occlusion. These
fragments were not reachable by stent retrievers. Very good coordination of care with ED arrival to
interventional groin puncture of 167 minutes. Patient recovered full strength on right side, but
continued to have some speech deficits at discharge.
